Irregular Verbs

Some H-verbs end in % but are conjugated as 5-verbs.

Rule: a-%, 0-%, u-% endings are usually Group 1
i-%, e-% endings are usually Group 2

Example: #85 (% 5) to return

Marks the subject or the topic of the sentence.

Difference between [ and A3:

e [& (wa) introduces or emphasizes the topic (overall theme).
o A% (ga) emphasizes the subject (what or who is doing something).

Location and Direction markers

e Use IZ when talking about where things are or where you will go.
e Use T when talking about what you do at a place.
e Use ~ when talking about moving toward a destination.

Particle Focus Example Meaning

[Z (ni) | Location (existence/destination) | Z4RIZLVET, "| am at school." (Existence)

T (de) | Location of action/event FRTHMAELET . "| study at school." (Action)

~ (e) | Direction or movement BAANTEXY, " will go to Japan." (Movement)

% (wo) - Direct Object Marker

e Marks the direct object of an action.

e Example Sentences:
o INVZE=RET, (|l eatbread.)
o TER(BADK)ZEEZET, (llisten to music.)

® (no) - Possession Marker

e Indicates possession or describes relationships between nouns.

e Example Sentences:
o FADERTT, (I's my book.)
o %H&EMAFIIARTT, (The teacher's name is Tanaka.)

e Example sentence:

~# (FLV) (Flat Things)

e Use: Paper, tickets, flat objects
e Pattern: LVBFELY, [TFELY, SAFEL
e Example sentence:

o  FHYEIZELIZELY, (Please give me two tickets.)



~ZX(IZA) (Long, Cylindrical Objects)

e Use: Bottles, pens, bananas

e Irregular pronunciation:

o 1=LwIFA

e Use: Cats, dogs, rabbits

e Irregular pronunciation:

Conjugation

Conjugation of ~7=L\ (It behaves like an LY-adjective!)

Tense/Polarity Form Example
Present Positive ~7=Ly FTET=L) (want to go)
Present Negative ~1=<7gL> f7E =<y (don’'t want to go)
Past Positive ~t=hot= f7E=H>o7= (wanted to go)

Past Negative ~1=LlgM>ot= TET={7Eh 7= (didn’t want to go)



~MRIELLTY

Grammar Point:
Use ~HMZLLY to say you want nouns (things).

Structure:
[Thing] + BIELLNTT

Examples:

o HBMRMIELLITT, =1 want money.

o <BHEMIZLILVNTT, =lwantacar.

Note: This is used for your own desires, not someone else’s.
