Counters




e What Are Counters in Japanese?

In Japanese, when you count objects, people, or animals, you don’t just use numbers — you also use counters (BI%izq /
C&95L). A counter is a word that comes after the number and matches the type of thing you're counting.

Think of it like saying:

e ‘“three slices of pizza”
e “two sheets of paper”

e “four bottles of water”

In Japanese, it's just like that — you need the right "unit" for the item you're talking about.

~# (FLV) (Flat Things)

e Use: Paper, tickets, flat objects
e Pattern: LVBFELY, [TFELY, SAFEL
e Example sentence:

o  FHYEIZELIZELY, (Please give me two tickets.)

e Use: Bottles, pens, bananas

e Irregular pronunciation:
