~MNFE(TE)TT - "Like" Examples:
o HBYH—HIFETT,
e Used to say you like something. I like soccer.
e 'AY marks the thing you like. o YLSUMIFETT,
I like cooking.
e Often used with nouns (activities, food, etc.)
o ZALMMFETTM?

Do you like movies?
Pattern:

Noun + % + JFETY



~MNESNTT

~MRESLVTT - "Dislike"

e Used to say you dislike something.

e Follows the same structure as #f=.

Pattern:
Noun + % + ESULVTY

Examples:
[ ) /)"Q‘/Z?ﬁ‘\%%b\'@—d-o
| dislike dancing.

o TRAMNELLVTY,
| hate tests.

o RAR—YNESNNTTM?
Do you dislike sports?



Love/Hate/Favorite

~MNKRFE(FEVTE)TT - "Love"

I Romantic “love” is usually expressed with different phrases, like #LLTULYET (for deep love, not commonly used).

~HRESLN(FEVESL) T - "Hate”

&5 + noun
3. 13E (%) TF - "Favorite"

Examples:

e Literally: ‘like the most’
o WELRAR—YELHLATIM?

e Used to talk about your favorite things. What's your favorite sport?

o WELGERILDIET—AUTY,
My favorite food is ramen.



BRIEPINAFETT M ?

(LOSEDNTRITHNTETTIN?)



~MEF(C&ST)TT

~MBREF(LL5T)TT -"Good at”

e Used to say you're good at something.

e Often used to compliment others.

e Don't usually use it about yourself (Japanese

culture prefers humility).

Pattern:
Noun + #t + EFTY

Examples:

MNDLLIFET /M EFTY,
She is good at piano.

IHASAIFZAN EFTT,
Mr. Yamada is good at drawing.

HRIEEASH TN LFTI R,

You're good at Raraoke, aren't you?



~BRTE (A TT

~MNTFTF(AI=)TT -"Badat"

e Used to say someone is not good at
something.

e Can be used to describe yourself or others.

Pattern:
Noun + ' + FETY

Examples:

[FLFF L RADTFFTY,
Im bad at dancing.

ST=NTF T,
I'm not good at singing.

MIET=ANTFTY,
He's bad at tennis.



AR LEFTTH?
(FIZHRCEOTTIH?)

I TFTIM?
(RIZHINF=TTHh?)



“*Remember:

** Remember: These are adjectives, not verbs!
e Even though “like,” “want,” or “hate” are verbs in English, in Japanese they are adjectives (8%, IZLL), etc.).
e They don't need a verb like T3 after them for meaning — but we add 3" for politeness.

Ex:

o EYDIIFE, (casual)

o EYMNIFETT, (polite)
